DOT – POINT BRIEF FOR ASAFA CHAIMAN BRIG B. DAWSON
CONCEPT OF OPERATIONS FOR ASAFA FEMALE DEVELOPMENT CAMPS 2006
Introduction

1.
Australian Football in the ADF needs to become significantly more competitive both in it’s acquisition of numbers of active participants, administrators and coaches. This competieve edge needs can only be achieved by enhancing match play understanding and marketing our product in the public face of the wider ADF.
General Outline
2.
Close observation of game play by female ADF players in the past five years indicates a severe lack of cognitive skills relating to the required thought processes in addition to the practical skills involved with the game of Australian Football. The opportunity exists for female defence members to undertake training that fulfils the cognitive acumen of the game that would provide that on field competitive edge. In terms of advertising our game, development camps conducted on a regional basis will display our product to the wider ADF. The Development Camps would include:
· Camps conducted at HMAS Cerberus (Melbourne & Puckapunyal), Canberra (Wagga), Sydney (Singleton), Brisbane (Canungra) Townsville (Cairns) and Darwin.
· The pilot camp to be held in Sydney with an AFL assisted template by WO2 K. Beasland (KB) and CPO J. Thiele (JT).

· JT then to work the camps to the south in Canberra and Cerberus and KB to conduct the northern camps in Brisbane, Townsville and Darwin.

· Focus to relate specifically to game play, tactics and philosophy of the game as opposed to skills and fitness. Guest speakers provided by local AFL state branches.
· Advertising for camp attendance to be achieved through notification in service newspapers and poster style advertising similar to the SF selection roadshow in addition to the mandated signal message. POC established at each of the sites to assist with administration and collection of participant numbers.
· Camps would be conducted at a DTG IAW the needs of local areas in terms of attendance. Eg: the wet season in northern Australia has the lowest operational/training tempo. A minimum of 20 participants is required to warrant a camp in any given location.
3.
Facilities and equipment can be sourced from local defence units at no cost to ASAFA other than a possible outlay for overnight accommodation from out stations such as Wagga, Singleton and Cairns.
Time Line and Training Program
· Advertising and collection of numbers to be complete by 28 Jul 06.

· Booking of facilities and locations complete in and promulgation of DTG for camps at each site NLT 31 Aug 06.
· Camps conducted in the months Sep – Nov 06

· Daily routine to commence at 0900 – 1600hrs on Sat, with dinner as a collective that evening and practical application (scratch match) from 0900 – 1200hrs on Sun.
Conclusion

A comparatively small scale activity of this nature not only gives greater exposure of Australian Rules to the wider ADF but provides for valuable development of our female players in areas other than the more well known skills for which the game is otherwise known. In addition, such an activity is an opportunity for the significant development of match thought processes and the finer cognitive dynamics of our game.

ASAFA conducts female Football Development Camps in Sydney, Canberra, HMAS Cerberus, Brisbane, Townsville and Darwin during the period Sep – Nov 06.
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
