DUTY STATEMENT ASAFA DIRECTOR OF UMPIRING
General

1. Australian Rules football in the ADF has historically been organised at regional or formation level however this generally culminates with the Australian Services Australian Football Association (ASAFA) National Championships held in April each year.  The success of these competitions can be measured by the professionalism and standard of umpiring throughout these carnivals. 
2. The Australian Services Australian Football Association (ASAFA) umpires require to gain the confidence of local competition co-ordinators by fostering, gaining or in some cases maintaining the respect required to promote umpiring in our local competitions.  This can be achieved by presenting a professional attitude when approaching the broad task of umpiring in our local competitions.


Aim


3. The aim of this statement is to outline the responsibilities of the Director of Umpiring (DOU) and to provide guidance to ASAFA and other regional or formation sports representatives of what the DOU can provide to their competitions.


4. The aim of the DOU is to ensure that local, regional and championship competitions are officiated using accredited and competent umpires. 


Duties


5. The following list identifies the duties and responsibilities of the DOU:


· Advice the Regional Umpire Coordinators (RUC) of your role and contact details;

· Create a database of accredited umpires for the use at ASAFA carnivals;

· Co-ordinate umpires to officiate games at ASAFA carnivals;

· Coordinate the administrative requirements of the umpire group at ASAFA carnivals;

· Attend ASAFA Committee meetings when scheduled. 

· Provide a Post Activity Report at the conclusion of the ASAFA Carnival; 

· Liase with the RUC of local competition reference facilities for umpires.

· Liase with the local inter-service football co-ordinator reference promoting ASAFA umpires to support to such carnivals.

· Promote umpiring by encouraging interested new members by offering national accreditation paid for by ASAFA;

· Promote further development of current umpires by offering additional national accreditation paid for by ASAFA;

· Liase with Service team coaches to offer assistance where possible (training, rules etc);
· Provide advice and training to umpires through game day observations;
· Observe where possible new umpires worth looking at for ASAFA nationals carnival selection;
· Provide the leadership required between the umpire group and the ASAFA Committee;
· Provide guidance on new rules interpretation;

· Provide guidance of the requirements for send off card and the conduct of tribunal hearings;
· Inform ASAFA of any issues effecting the umpiring group;
· Actively seek out additional sponsorship for ASAFA; and
· Any umpiring tasks as directed by ASAFA.

Conclusion

The DOU for ASAFA duties shouldn’t be under estimated as the success of the national championships and any other sanctioned ASAFA event depends largely on the quality of umpires provided by the DOU. The DOU will be required to invest considerable amounts of time into the job in order to best support the umpires and the ASAFA competitions.  The DOU is an important member of the ASAFA Committee and requires to be dedicated to advancing the profile of ASAFA Umpires.
