On behalf of the Commandant, Brigadier David Luhrs, CSC we welcome you to the Royal Military College of Australia. The first Commandant, Brigadier General William Throsby Bridges was appointed on 30 May 1910. The College was officially opened on 27 Jun 1911, on the historic Duntroon property, a piece of land that had been granted to Robert Campbell in 1825 and who named it after Duntrune Castle, his ancestral home on Loch Crenan in Argyllshire, Scotland.

GENERAL INFORMATION
Activities will commence with a brief on the Initial Cadet Training undertaken by the III Class Cadets.  

This will be followed by the Lanyard Parade to be conducted on the Royal Military College Parade Ground where you will have the opportunity to observe the cadet’s symbolic entry into the Corps of Staff Cadets.

You are then invited to join the newest members of the Corps of Staff Cadets for a family buffet in the Corps of Staff Cadets Mess. This is the first opportunity that the Staff Cadets will have to meet with partners, family and friends since they commenced Initial Cadet Training.
There are two entrances to the College, via Staff Cadet Avenue off Morshead Drive or via the Gun Gates off Fairbairn Avenue (map on back cover). There is ample parking available within the College.

Arrival and Parking
If driving a vehicle you are asked to park in the nominated parking areas (4). If you are arriving by Taxi, ask to be dropped at the upper car park of the Military Instruction Block (1).

As it can be quite cool in Canberra at this time of year, it is recommended that guests dress appropriately to protect themselves from the elements during the course of the Parade.
